The congregation is financially unable to
continue paying her salary as stated in her contract
and she is financially unable to renegotiate that con-
tract. We are required, as stated in the contract, to
continue paying her through the end of September for
vacation and severance pay.

In August we were blessed by hearing from Ron
Denlinger on two Sundays, from Rev. Dan Busch from
the Northwest Ohio Association on one Sunday, and
from Rev. Clifford Munger the last Sunday in August,
who also administered communion.

Arrangements are being made for upcoming ser-
vices. The Council and the Worship & Music Commit-
tee are working to fill the pulpit regularly during the
next few months while they make decisions about the
pastoral needs of the church.

Our organist, David Harvey, has agreed to continue
filling in for our music needs for the time being. B.J.,
church secretary, will also assist with pulpit fulfillment
and work with the committee to make sure we always
have a speaker.

Mel Barrios, lay minister, will cover the office and
pastoral visitations during this time, as well as serve
as lay reader at services whenever necessary.

Over the next few weeks, you will be meeting new
people in the pulpit. Please welcome all of these visi-
tors with open minds and open hearts.

Please pray for guidance for the committee, the
council and the church that we can bring our congre-
gation, pastoral needs, and music program back to a
healthy condition.

Jacques D. Rietzke — Ship
Builder Extraordinaire

DID YOU KNOW that Jacques D. Rietzke, M.S.A., is a ship maker? Well,
he is. He makes wonderful to scale models of many of the famous ships in
history. These ships can take anywhere from nine months to two years to

Jack, as he is known by most of you, started his career of ship building
when he was about 19 years old. It is a love of art and a craft of much

He first started on radio controlled model boats and airplanes, and later

converted to the Great Ships.

The ships he makes are magnificent and to scale.
The smallest he has ever made was 18 inches and the
smallest scale was 1/64th. Two of his ships can be seen
on the U.S.S. Willis B. Boyer in downtown Toledo.
They are the S.S. Edmund Fitzgerald, which was a
Great Lakes ship that went down with its crewmen in
Lake Superior some 30 years ago, and the S.S. David
Dows, which was a five mast schooner built here in
Toledo. The Western Lake Erie Historical Society re-
quested Jack to build these two fabulous ships for the
U.S.S. Willis B. Boyer.

In Jack and Phyllis’s foyer of their home, you will
find the Cutty Sark (known as the Tea Clipper) and
the U.S. Niagara (which fought in the Battle of Lake
Erie of 1812). Phyllis says she is very proud of her
husband'’s talent and the ships are beautiful to see.
Everything is done with perfection and even the sails
and rigging he does by hand, cutting, stringing, stain-
ing the woods, and aging the brass to fit the time of
each and every vessel he creates.

These ships come in one great box; Jack says that
some of them, when opened, look like you just received
a lumber yard. The sails are balloon cloth, thread spe-
cially made for the rat lines, bass wood for the ships
body (which he wets in order to shape with a bending

iron), teak wood for the decking, and masts are of pine
(individually shaped and tapered—he changes each to
meet his requirements). All of these are made exactly
like the old ships.

Jack told me [the author] this great story about an
attorney who went into one of the shops here in To-
ledo wanting a ship for his office. He purchased the
one he wanted, went home and decided he could not
do the ship, and took it back to the shop asking the
owner if he knew anyone that could do this ship for
him. The first words out of the owner’s mouth was
Jack’s name. Jack created this ship for the attorney,
and to this day the ship is housed in the attorney’s
office. Jack isone man in approximately six in the Lake
Erie region who creates these wonderful masterpieces.

Over the years Jack has created approximately 50
of these ships of all different types and has been cur-
rently working on the Titanic for about a year and a
half. He hopes to have it done this year.

Congratulations, Jack, for being chosen by the mys-
tery writer, for you are a very talented craftsman and
aspecial freemason. | hope that at some pointin time,
all of you will enjoy this man’s special craft by visiting
the U.S.S. Willis B. Boyer to see them.
